The exact age of speakers
at themoment of recording is unknown. The texts represent traditional folk stories and personal
stories from the speakers’ lives and experiences in Baghdad. The annotation for WOWA was un-
dertaken by Alexandru Craevschi under supervision of Geoffrey Haig and with additional expert-
ise from Paul Noorlander.
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
